State Team:		A state team must have a minimum of 15 players, and no more than 18 on the 
roster.  All teams must be age pure (by birth year), and attend camp with their age group. 

Composite Players:	Please contact the Region II ODP Administrator if you need or have players willing to play with another state association team.

Transportation:	Each State Association must arrange for their transportation from the home to camp, and back after each camp.  States sending in only composite players may be able to arrange transportation with another state and share transportation.  Make sure you check with another State Association regarding transportation help for your players.
Camp Arrival:	Teams can check in from 1:00 pm until 2:30 pm.  Teams should travel together and must come as a unit for check in.  ONLY Team Administrators are needed at the check-in desk.

Camp Departure:	Teams and players should plan to depart camp by noon on the last day.

Uniforms:	Uniforms are needed for the tournament team age groups 1996, 1997, 1998, 1999 & 2000 age groups.   2001 players will be given two numbered t-shirts that they will wear at camp and keep.
Camp T-shirts:	Each state staff administrator and coach that attends camp will get a T-shirt.  Additional camp T-shirts will be available for sale at camp.


BOYS ODP REGION II CAMP RESPONSIBILITES FOR ADMINISTRATORS/CHAPERONES

PRE-CAMP
· State Administrator will prepare all forms necessary for camp.
· Send (USPS, UPS, FedEX, email, dropbox, etc) paperwork in advance to qualify for Express Check-in.  If not sent prior to camp, bring to camp and present at on site check-in.
· Keep with you a complete set of player paperwork for your team.  Your book should contain copies of the medical form, medical history, code of conduct and Parent /Guardian Consent and Player Medical Release Form along with your roster.  You should also have on hand all state contact information (ie: state office phone number, state administrator name and phone number, etc.).  Your coaches should also have a copy of the roster and state contact information.
· Items to bring (in addition to other personal items):  sunscreen, permanent marker, safety pins, batter operated alarm clock, Band-Aids, insect repellent, scotch tape, flashlight, Kleenex, laundry detergent, rolls of quarters, basic medication (Tums, Rolaids, Pepto-Bismol, Tylenol).
· If you need a refrigerator for medicine or special food, please let us know in advance of camp.

REGISTRATION/CHECK-IN
· Follow the instructions on the Check-in Procedures sheet posted at:  http://regionii.usyouthsoccer.org/ODP/state_odp_admins/.
· Turn in state check-in forms provided and also the region paperwork required noting any changes to check-in staff.  If you sent your paperwork in ahead of time, you will need to verify your roster and sign the state check-in form.
· Pick up numbered pinnies/t-shirts, check-in packet, and camp schedule.
· Verify your rooming list with Holiday Inn and pick up keys for distribution.

MEETINGS
· Be sure all campers attend camp Opening Meeting.
· Host your own meeting with players to review camp rules, emergency procedures, etc.  This should be done the first night of camp. (See sample meeting agenda).
· Attend Team administrator/chaperone meetings.  Check daily schedule for time and place of meetings.  
· Host a meeting with players to discuss checkout procedures and clean up.
· Be sure players are at camp Closing Meeting.

CAMP PINNIES/T-SHIRTS
·  2001 players will receive numbered t-shirts to wear at camp and bring home with them.  Official ODP camp t-shirts will be on sale on site.

AT CAMP
· Your first and primary responsibility is to the health and safety of your players.  Get to know them, note any medical problems and be on hand to assist them with any problems.
· Mixed pool training list will be handed out to the state administrators/chaperones when completed and a copy will be posted on the ODP Bulletin Board.
· Remember the Region II motto:  EARLY IS ON TIME, ON TIME IS LATE!
· Insist that all players keep their belongings in a neat and safe manner.  ALWAYS lock your room door and take your key.
· Be aware of risk management procedures (accompany players always when outside the hotel, no parents allowed in hotel rooms, etc). When conversing with a player in a room, 2 adults should be present and the door must be left open.  Blinds/Curtains in the room should be drawn at all times.  Players should be fully clothed outside their room.  All players should travel in groups of 3 or more and must be accompanied if outside the hotel.
· Please control the behavior of your fans at the games.  Negative comments toward a player, coach or referee will not be tolerated.  Parents may only watch from the designated areas – please help us keep them in those areas.  Parents should never engage in conversation with regional or college coaches and may only talk to their player after a game/training.
· Encourage lots of liquids and especially water.  Watch to insure players are eating nutritiously too!
· Check the bulletin board several times daily for updates to schedules.  Post any information that is important to your team on your room door and encourage your team and coaches to check it often.
· PLAYERS CELL PHONES MUST BE KEPT IN THEIR ROOMS!  No player cell phones will be allowed at the field, on the bus or in the meal area.  No cell phone usage after lights out.  Set your own guidelines for cell phone usage within these parameters.
· Enforce curfews – we all need rest.
· Be considerate of others on your floor.  You may be on different schedules, requiring some of you to rest while others are preparing for a game or training session.
· Respect everyone and all facilities.  We are guests at the Holiday Inn and Sportscore.  Leave the place cleaner than you found it, treat employees with respect and please follow all rules.
· No pajamas are allowed off you assigned floor.  Shoes or sandals must be worn at all times when outside of your own room.  This includes your own floor.  Remember, a player’s feet are a very valuable asset!
· No food or drinks are to be taken from the meal area.
· Fill out an incident report for behavior problems and turn it in to your state association.   All behavior problems will be handled first by your state staff.  If necessary, region staff will step in to assist, take over or impose more consequences.  The US Youth Soccer code of conduct will be enforced.
· Follow the camp schedule and be on time.
· Go all the way to the back when loading the bus:  don’t save seats or hold the bus.  If you are not ready to leave on the bus when it needs to go then wait for the next bus.
· Please gather all of your belongings and any trash when exiting the shuttle bus.
· The lobby area is designated as the team meeting area.  Please do not ask your team to meet you in from of the Hoffman House dining area as this will block the flow of traffic and is a fire hazard.
· NO soccer bags may be left outside the Hoffman House dining area at any time.  When you return from training/games, have all players take their bags to their rooms, wash up and proceed to their meal.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES
· Please review emergency procedures with players and staff (ie;  fire, tornado, storms).
· ALWAYS CARRY EVERY PLAYER’S MEDICAL RELEASE, MEDICAL HISTORY, INSURANCE INFORMATION AND PARENT/GUARDIAN CONTACT INFORMATION WITH YOU.
· Keep the trainer’s cell phone number with you at all times.  Call them at night for EMERGENCIES and notify them at the field if needed during the day.  (Upset stomach/headaches or homesickness IS NOT AN EMERGNCY FOR THE TRAINER TO HANDLE!)
· All states should have a vehicle issued by their state for transporting a player to the hospital in the event of an injury requiring medical attention.  Advise your state coach that you are going to the hospital or clinic.
· Take that player’s medical release and history form with you.  Leave all other forms with another chaperone or coach, in case it is needed.
· Contact the player’s parents when you arrive at the hospital after a diagnosis and treatment decision has been made.  It is sometimes better to have the physician talk directly with the parents.
· After an injury, if a player is cleared to play, get a written release from the attending physician.
· Collect all paperwork from the hospital (bill, aftercare instructions and x-rays) and keep with you.
· Report to the trainer upon return from the hospital sharing with them the diagnosis and treatment.

HOUSING CHECK OUT
· Conduct a walk-through of all rooms.  Be sure trash is disposed of and no personal items have been left behind.  Another group will be checking into these rooms, so please be thorough with your inspection.
· Turn in keys to designated area.  Follow instructions given to you at camp.
· Report to the closing meeting on time.

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GENERAL CAMP RULES & REGULATIONS

HOUSING AND LEISURE TIME
1. Players are responsible for their own behavior.  (Behavior is to be exemplary at all times.)
2. Players are not permitted to stay up past lights out and talk on the phone.
3. Players must be on time to all activities.  The Region II motto is: “EARLY IS ON TIME, ON TIME IS LATE.”  Meal times are set 30 – 45 minutes apart for each early/late session.  Players in the early session who arrive within their assigned mealtime are permitted to go in front of players who may be early for the late session mealtime.  Players in the late session are not permitted to enter before their posted time.
4. Players must stay in the hotel and may go outside only in the company of a team administrator or coach.  Players are not allowed on the floor housing the Regional Staff.  If a trainer is needed, please have the administrator contact the trainer or the Region II camp office.  The trainer will come to you.
5. Players must be in groups of no less than three at all times.  This includes all times outside the room including attending meals or meetings for the shuttle.
6. Keep room and belongings in a neat manner.  Money and valuable should be kept in a safe place.  Close doors quietly and be sure to always keep door locked.
7. At checkout, rooms must be neat with the floor swept and all trash removed.
8. NO ONE OTHER THAN PLAYERS OR STAFF CAN BE INSIDE THE HOTEL.   People Who violate this rule are trespassing and will be removed by security personnel.

GENERAL CONDUCT
1. Players are to follow the code of conduct.  Reading it again to the players will help ensure they understand what is expected of them and what the consequences of inappropriate behavior may be.
2. Players are to be courteous to teammates, coaches, administrators, and hotel personnel, referees and opponents.  They, in turn, will be treated in the same manner.
3. All players must attend either pool or championship games the last day of camp.  No one is to be in the hotel at this time.
4. Report all injuries and illnesses to camp trainers before leaving the fields.
5. Rule violations may result in removal from camp or suspension from the ODP Program.


SAMPLE CAMP TEAM MEETING AGENDA

WELCOME
Introductions
	Just go around the circle and have each player introduce himself or play a little game.
	Game #1 – first person has to say their name and tell one thing about themselves; next person 
has to say the 1st person’s name, what they said about themselves and then say their name and tell something about themselves; repeat all the way around the circle with the last person having to introduce everyone and then themselves.

Game #2 – Birthday Game – everyone has a birthday and everyone loves to celebrate their birthday.  Ask the players to find all the others that share their birthday month.  They can yell our “June” or just ask individuals until they find all the others with their birthday month.  When they are all in their birthday month groups begin with January and ask each player to say their name and give their exact birth date.  You may be surprised how many common birth dates you have in your group.

Overview of Camp
Layout of Hotel – location of rooms, Hoffman House Eating area, elevators, stairs, how to use key.
	Layout of Fields – Location of each numbered field, GK area, where to meet the bus.
	Schedule – Post a schedule on YOUR door each evening; ask players to check it often; review 
time of all training/games, meals, meetings, etc.
	Meals – eat at assigned times; cover nutrition to stay fit; discuss hydration & where to get ice.
	Dress –NO cleats in hotel, ALWAYS wear something on your feet outside of your room, no 
pajamas outside your room (review all rules of proper dress).
	Athletic Trainers – available to treat soccer injuries; not to be used for illness.
	State Team Rules – review all your personal rules & expected behavior for camp.
	Region Rules – Review all the camp rules – they will be enforced.

There are four Youth male National Teams – Under-14, (
NATIONAL
TEAM
)
Under-15, Under-17, Under-18; and three Men’s National Teams – Under-20, Under-23 and the full Men’s  National Team.
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The United States Youth Soccer Association (US Youth Soccer) is a non-profit and educational organization whose mission is to foster the physical, mental and emotional growth and development of America’s youth through the sport of soccer at all levels of age and competition.

Members of the US Youth Soccer Association are divided into four Regions – Region I (East), Region II (Midwest), Region III (South) and Region IV (West).  There are 13 – 14 state associations in each Region.

There are over 3 million registered soccer players in US Youth Soccer.  US Youth Soccer runs programs for children ages 5 – 19 for all ability levels.  The highest level is called the Olympic Development Program (ODP).  Each Region has and ODP program for both boys and girls.

Olympic Development Program

What is ODP?
The US YOUTH SOCCER Olympic Development Program, or ODP as it is more commonly called, is a national identification and development program for high-level players.  The program identifies and develops youth players throughout the country to represent their state association, region and the United States in soccer competition.  ODP teams are formed at the state association and regional levels, made up of the best players in various age groups.  At the state association level, pools of players are identified in each eligible age group, brought together as a team to develop their skill through training and competition.  From the state pools and subsequent teams, players are identified for regional and national pools and teams.

What are the Goals of ODP?
1. To identify a pool of players in each age group from which a United States National Team will be selected for international competition.
2. To provide high level training to benefit and enhance the development of players at all levels.
3. Through the use of carefully selected licensed coaches, develop a mechanism for the enhancement of ideas and curriculum to improve all levels of coaching.




Who is Eligible?
Any soccer player is eligible for consideration in the ODP program provided that he or she meets the age requirements for the established age group.  A player may try out in a state association in which he or she is eligible to be registered.  A player may not try out for the ODP in more than one state association.
Tryouts are conducted at various times of the year.  Interested players should contact their state association for dates and details.  If you do not know your state association’s telephone number, simply call 1-800-4SOCCER and the US YOUTH SOCCER National Office will be happy to provide you with that number.

How are Players Selected?
Players are selected, in most states, on the basis of open tryouts.  These tryouts are conducted bythe state association coaches who are recognized for their ability to identify and train players with superior skills.  Some state associations combine scouting techniques and invitations to certain players with the open tryouts.

Selection of these players is not an easy task.  The state association head coach or State coach will, in most cases, be assisted in the selection process by several other qualified coaches from the club or league level.  Players are evaluated on four components that make up a soccer player.
1. Technique
2. Tactics
3. Fitness and athletic ability
4. Psychological component (attitude)

What do ODP Players do?
Upon selection, a state association ODP player is expected to participate in all activities of their team.  These activities may include exhibition matches, invitational tournaments and sub-regional and regional camps.  If players are not available for a specific event, another player from their pool may replace them.
Players are expected to take their participation in the program seriously, and should be committed to improving their individual skills as well as improving as a team player.  Players are subject to the ODP Code of Conduct upon entry into the program at the state association level.

What are Regional Camps?
US YOUTH SOCCER is divided into four regions, each of which offers a regional camp for state association ODP teams in each eligible age group.  The camps are designed to provide high level competition and training for participating players.  During this training and competition, players who are capable of performing at a higher level of play are identified for possible national camp, or pool or team participation.
Each region varies somewhat as to the specifics and the cost of their camps.  Your state association or regional administrator should be contacted for more information.  Again, if you do not have those numbers, contact the National Office.

What is a National Camp?
National Camps are interregional events are held throughout the year at various locations in the United States.  The National Team coach or a National Staff coach is present at these events to observe, train and identify players for placement in the national pool or on a national team.

What are the Benefits of Participating in ODP?
1. Development as a player. The opportunity to train and play with the best players in one’s age group.
2. Quality instruction from nationally licensed coaches.
3. Quality competition.  Games against other state association ODP teams.
4. Exposure to regional and national team coaches.
5. The opportunity to represent one’s state, region or country in competition.
6. Exposure to college coaches.
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
