
 

 

GotSport Club Resource - Getting Started 
 

LOGGING IN 
For all users (club admins, coaches, parents, etc.), the link to log into GotSport is: System.gotsport.com 
A person cannot log into GotSport unless an account has first been created for them (most often, by 
their club).  
 
Your Email/UserID will be your email address. If it’s your first time logging in, and/or if you don’t have 
your password, use the Forgot Password tool shown on the login page. This will send an email with 
prompts to set the password and get logged in. If you use the Forgot Password tool but do not receive 
an automated email within 30 minutes, double-check the email address used on your account in 
GotSport. Club administrators can verify this information for any users under their club account.  
 
 

GOTSPORT CLUB TRAINING  
To prepare for the GotSport transition, MSYSA held virtual (Zoom) training sessions in early 2021 for 
clubs to learn about GotSport. Club administrators Have access to Phase 2 and Phase 3 trainings. Phase 
1 is no longer available but is reviewed in Phase 2. Each recording is 60-90 minutes.

Phase 1 training included information about the following topics which we have also linked directions 
to.  Phase 1 also went into detail about Programs. Programs is an additional paid service your club 
would contract with GotSport to use for direct player registration. If you are interested in Programs, 
please reach out to esatterley@michiganyouthsoccer.org to be connected with a GotSport 
representative.

Phase 3 includes a recap of Phases 1 and 2, and then explains various processes in GotSport related to 
Risk Management (background checks, SafeSport, CDC Heads Up). This phase also shows how to send 
messages to players/parents and coaches through GotSport.

GOTSPORT SUPPORT 
The GotSport Support site includes an array of resources and videos to answer additional questions. 
There is a Search area to find relevant support articles, or you can click into a specific section (e.g., 
‘Club Administrators’) to find help pertaining to your specific role.  
 
GotSport also uses Support Tickets to give clubs/leagues a direct line to GotSport for help on any 
GotSport-related questions. Support Tickets can be accessed through the blue Support button in the 
bottom-left corner when logged into GotSport (click ‘Get in touch’ when prompted).

The Risk Management Resources page of our website includes many MSYSA-specific help guides 
related to Risk Management in GotSport.

Before reaching out to the MSYSA State Office with questions related to GotSport, carefully review the 
documents & resources linked above. Coaches, managers, and players/parents should first seek help 
with GotSport from their club/league representative. If the issue cannot be resolved, the club/league 
representative should reach out to MSYSA for further assistance.  
 
If you contact the MSYSA State Office with a GotSport question, provide as much detail as possible 
(e.g., screenshots of any errors encountered, names of the relevant coach, team, or league, etc.).
